· For the year 2010 award, applicants should submit a research portfolio of their research output from January 1, 2009 to December 31, 2009, for consideration of award.
· Applicants can make only one application, individually. Joint applications are not entertained.
· All research output cited in the research portfolio should have been submitted for RPI points claim in the 2010 RPI Round.

· Applicants are encouraged to prepare section-wise research portfolios in terms of Categories A, B, C, D and E and their subcategories as explained in the 2009 RPI Round specifications. Refer to URL below for explanation of categories, subcategories and evidences.
